The Cross Wind Conference 
Center � Hesston, Kansas

Cross Wind is a Baptist church camp area and is located out in the 
open with a few areas of trees close by. There are a couple of sitting 
areas outside. It is very nice. It has a great looking pool. The entrance 
is about 1/4 mile east and 1/4 mile south of the Hesston Exit at 135. 
You go about ‰ mile further east to the Conference Center.

Registration will be in the Conference Center. This is where the 
sleeping quarters are located. They are small, but nice. The rooms 
each have a double bed and two twins. A couple of rooms have bunks 
so if you�re able to do a bunk bed, let us know when you register so we 
can put you in these rooms. The building is large for meetings, has a 
nice cafeteria and sitting areas. There is an elevator in this building.

The Mabee Center is about a 1/2 mile east of the Conference 
Center. It is a very large and nice building with two �oors where we 
will have the general meeting on the top �oor.
